Shell Frame

Material:

- Cardboard
- Paint

- Paint brush
- Shells

- Scissors

- A photo

- A small length of string

- Neoprene glue (extremely resistant)

How-To:
(Depending on the age of your child, we suggest that you help out with this project.)

- Cut out 2 cardboard square pieces of 10 cm X 10 cm.

- Take one cardboard square and take a measure of about 1.5 cm, all around the edges
and towards the center, and cut out another square (your cardboard will now resemble
a frame).

- Apply glue on 3 sides of the cardboard frame and press it on top of the other cardboard
square.

- Apply paint to the exterior frame.

- Glue the shells everywhere onto the frame and allow to dry. If you want, you can also
draw on your frame.

- Attach the string onto the back of the frame so as to hang it on the wall.

- Insert a photo in the frame through the unglued side. And there you are!
Your frame is completed!
