Giant Fish in a Bottle

Material:

- A few plastic bottles of different sizes and shapes

- White acrylic paint and different colour paints
(of your choice)

- Wooden sticks (ex: wooden skewers)
- A paintbrush
- Sandpaper

How-To:

(Depending on the age of your child, we suggest that you help out with this project.)

- Wash the plastic bottles and allow to dry.
- Once dry, scrape the bottles’ surface with sandpaper.
- Paint the bottles with white acrylic paint and allow to dry.

- Paint the bottles’ whole surface with the different paint colours of your choice.
These colours will represent the bodies of your fish. Allow to dry.

- Paint on the eyes of the fish and allow to dry.
- Make a hole under each fish and insert the wooden stick in the hole.

- You can now make a pretty decoration by plainting the stick in a flower box or a vase.
